JOB DESCRIPTION

1 Purpose of the Job:

The Bath Rugby Physiotherapist provides physiotherapy services and delivers best practice sports physiotherapy services, in partnership with the Head of Sports Medicine, Lead Physiotherapist and other medical staff, to the Bath Rugby Squad. 
2 Principal Responsibilities: 
· To provide all aspects of physiotherapy care to Bath Rugby Squad 

· To work with the rest of the Medical Team in the treatment and monitoring of Bath Rugby Squad injuries

· Report to the Lead Physiotherapist on all matters relating to players’ injuries and progress.

· Co-ordinate injury pre-habilitation and rehabilitation programmes of Bath Rugby Squad 

· Assist Academy Physiotherapist with the preparation of the squad on match days

· Work closely with fitness advisors especially in the pre-habilitation and injury rehabilitation of players

· Take part in player education in consultation with the Head of Sports Medicine and Head of S & C on injury prevention, treatment and management
· Complete musculo-skeletal screening for all contracted players at the start of the season and implement individual pre-habilitation programmes as required.  End of season screening should be completed where necessary
· Accompany contracted players, where possible, on visits to consultants

· Attend squad training and be available to give treatment at times suitable to you and the player. 

· Be trained and updated in acute pitch side care, including spinal injury and cardiopulmonary resuscitation, in your capacity as a Physiotherapist

· Keep up to date on recent research in sports physiotherapy and rugby related physiotherapy issues 

· Maintain and update your knowledge and practice of sports physiotherapy

3 Performance Measures

· Develop and implement injury prevention protocols

· Maintain satisfactory continued education in the practise of sports physiotherapy
· Ensure effective communication to the Head of Sports Medicine, Lead Physiotherapist, management and coaching groups
· Maintain up to date data on injuries and treatments 

· Provide accurate documentation on injuries and rehabilitation programs

· Show initiative in providing player education sessions

· Provide end of season report to the Lead Physiotherapist

· Attend Physiotherapy meetings.  Prepare occasional presentations (case reports, journal or conference reviews) for these meetings
